Since there are only 19 school days in May, please keep a close eye on 
your child’s lunch account.  Notices and/or calls from the lunchroom will be more  
frequent this month.  Daily lunch charge is $2.00 for K-5 and $2.30 for 6-8, reduced 
$.40, and extra milk/water is 50 cents.
